Topic: Using Electronic Portfolios to Promote Speaking Skills for EFL Adult Learners at Nha Trang University: An Investigation into Learners’ Perceptions
Abstract
      This research paper aims to investigate whether electronic portfolio (e-portfolio) use can lead to improvement in learner English speaking skills and what learner perceptions are of e-portfolio use to promote their oral skills. The 9-week study was carried out in a speaking class at Nha Trang University (NTU), Khanh Hoa province, Central Vietnam. Thirty-one English-as-a-Foreign-Language (EFL) adult learners (of 37 class participants) took part in the research, constructing e-portfolios on Facebook. The effects of the innovation were assessed by 3 types of data: participant attitude questionnaires, retrospective data for their task performance, and class observation. The findings revealed that this innovation was greatly accepted and enjoyed by the participants. The learners also perceived that their oral skills significantly improved after the class. 
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
