The use of Group Oral Presentation to develop Student-centred Learning
 in British culture class at Nha Trang University
Abstract

     Student-centred learning (SCL) has been a concerning issue in education in many contexts world-wide and in Vietnamese educational context in particular. The study examines Nha Trang University language students’ attitudes towards the use of group oral presentation in developing SCL in British culture class. Data were collected from open and closed-ended questionnaire with 18 items delivered to an English-major class of 37 students. Findings reveal that these students showed a favor in its use to foster SCL in this subject although evidence of ineffective implementation of the innovation was given. Future research should look upon increasing more active participation of all learners in studying this subject.
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
